Conference Teaches How To Keep Computers Safe

With about 200 attendees and 27 different breakout sessions, NetSecure07 was
deemed a resounding success by those gathered for the wine and cheese reception at the
end of the day. The conference, which was held on thdllinois Institute of Technology
Rice Campus in Wheaton on Wednesday, March 21, attracted attendees from such

organizations as Alcatel-Lucent, Baxter, Cisco, FBI, IBM, Microsoft, and Motorola.

The conference examined the threats that viruses, data and identity thieves, and
terrorists pose to computer networks. It provided an opportunity for interdisciplinary
discussions between forensics experts, who figure out how security breaches occur, and
security professionals, who make sure they don’t happen again. Interestingly, Russia and
the Baltic are the source of both the bad and the good: Most viruses and most forensic
tools come from that part of the world. Without much government regulation, it's the new
“Wild West.”

Several sessions dealt with Honey Pots, which are vulnerable computers that are
placed on a network to attract and collect information on attempts to infect the network. A
new technology potentially used by terrorists is steganography, which involves hiding
messages in pictures. While invisible to the naked eye, a digital filter can pick out the

messages.

These were just a few of the insights from the Fifth Annual Computer and Network
Security Conference and Expo sponsored by IIT's Center for Professional Development,
IEEE Communications Society, IEEE Fox Valley, and UniForum Chicago. Preparations are
already being made for the Sixth. Plan to be there and learn about this vital issue, which

affects every computer on the planet, including yours!
